 “All of the Grand Marshal Aides have been chosen by our participating organizations and we are delighted with each and every one of them”’ John Dunleavy Chairman stated after a meeting of Parade delegates on Monday December 7th at the New York Athletic Club in Manhattan.
While all New Yorker will recognize the Grand Marshal Raymond Kelly, some of the Aides are very well known and respected in their life long fields of endeavors. 
John W. Hyland the Bronx County Aide serves as the president of Board of the New York City Auxiliary Police Association and received the Award of Valor, the highest honor that a New York City Auxiliary Police Officer can be awarded while on active duty as a Sergeant.

Bernard Sullivan is the Aide from the Emerald Societies and he is the First Deputy Commissioner in NYC Sanitation Department. He directs New York City’s daily operations for the Sanitation Department and his responsibilities include daily street cleaning to garbage removal for the entire City.
