Grand Marshal for 250th NYC St Patrick’s Parade to be Announced.
New York, NY- Tuesday, November 02, 2010  In what is dubbed as the most prestigious honor to be bestowed on a person of Irish heritage; the NYC St Patrick’s Parade Committee will hold a Press Conference at the Irish Consulate on November 8th to officially introduce the Grand Marshal for the 250th New York City St Patrick’s Day Parade.

Members of the Parade Committee are expected to be tight lipped about the identity of the Grand Marshal until the announcement on November 8th.
“The committee is planning a year long celebration of Irish Faith, Heritage and Culture in New York City with lots of people on both sides of the Atlantic looking forward to the 2011 Parade because of it historical significance.”, said Hilary Beirne, Parade Secretary. “It is important for all of us to join together this year and pay homage on March 17th to our forefathers, the Irish immigrants, who for a quarter of a millennium helped build the great city of New York and the United States of America, said Beirne. 
Parade Vice Chairman, Dr. John Lahey stated. “The committee has many events in the planning stages including a book launch and a Gala dinner at Pier 60 on March 15th 2011. Many of the Parade affiliated organization are planning their own major events, which will make 2011 a truly a historic year to be Irish in New York”. 
The Grand Marshal will be introduced to the public and media at a Press Conference to be held at 4 pm in the New York Irish Consulate on Monday November 8th 2010.
